         The poetry of todayôs  
second reading is a work of  
genius that names all that 
our hearts desire and strive 
for.   It paints an ideal we 
canôt help but cherish, no 
matter how many times we 
might fail to live it.  The pro-
found wisdom of a text like 
this makes even Ordinary 
Time extraordinary.   
 Having named love as the gift that  
surpasses all the rest, Paul enumerates all of loveôs 
attributes, telling us what love does and doesnôt do.  
This is a celebration of the qualities of love.  Imagine 
someone to whom, in all charity, you would want to 
speak these words  ~ a bridal couple, a friend who 
wonôt forgive another, a parent and child whoôve 
been estranged.   
 Paul concludes, contrasting the ways of 
youth and ignorance with those of maturity and  
insight.  As children, we act like children.  At present, 
we see partially and indistinctly.  But one day, when 
we know fully, we shall understand that of all that 
was, and is, and ever will be, only love endures  
forever.
