Today is Divine Mercy Sunday  
  

 . . . and our readings tell of great 
mercy.  Thomasô doubt is well known, and 
some would write him off for it.  But Jesus, in 
his mercy and love, gave Thomas everything 
he needed to believe.  Also in todayôs Gospel 
reading, Jesus gave to the disciples the power 
to forgive sins, to extend mercy in his name.  
Paul also speaks of mercy today, and the first 
reading describes a community bathed in the 
peace that springs from forgiveness.   
 So, on this second Sunday of Easter, 
we celebrate the Feast of Divine Mercy , 
instituted by Pope John Paul II on April 30, 
2000.  On this day, the Church ponders and 
celebrates the great mercy described in the 
readings.  We, the faithful, are encouraged to 
receive that mercy through the Sacrament of 
Penance and, in gratitude for it, to practice 
the works of mercy and reconciliation to-
ward others.  
 Total pardon of all sins and punish-
ment is for those who go to confession within 
20 days prior to this feast, as well as receive 
Holy Communion on the day of the feast, 
pray for the Holy Father and venerate the 
image of the Divine Mercy (plenary indul-
gence). 
 We will join together Sunday after-
noon in the church beginning with Exposition 
at 2:00 p.m., confessions from 2:00 until 
2:50 p.m. and the sung Chaplet, followed by 
a Eucharistic blessing at 3:00 p.m.
