Whether or not we 
ever obtain what our neighbors have, the very  
desire can eat away at us.  It can prevent us 
from being satisfied with what we have, from 
recognizing how much we are blessed.  It can 
also make us grasping and stingy, preventing 
us from seeing the real needs of others.  And,  
as the Letter to the Colossians makes clear, it 
can prevent us from truly placing God first in 
our lives.  Greed is a form of idolatry.  
 This is what the rich man in the parable 
did.  He idolized what he had and lost sight of 
what he could be if he stored up treasures in 
heaven.
