 The traditional image of a farmer with a 

hand on the plow is an apt one. Only when the 

farmer looks ahead can the plow be kept on a 

straight course.  Looking right, left or behind 

causes an oxen-drawn plow to swerve and the 

furrow will not be straight.  It is a good image 

for the commitment of the Christian disciple.
