Proverbs 8:22-31 

Romans 5:1-5

 Today we celebrate the  

Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity.  

Through these readings, we ponder 

the mystery we profess by faith  ~ 

that our God makes himself known to 

us in three persons:  Father, Son and 

Holy Spirit. 

 In the reading from Proverbs, we hear about ñthe 

wisdom of God.ò  From the very beginning, wisdom was 

with God, ñthe beginning of his ways,ò and that wisdom 

was ñpoured forthò into Godôs creation.  And from the  

beginning, wisdom was ñbeside God as his craftsman;ò 

he was Godôs ñdelight by day.ò  Also, this wisdom figure 

ñfound delight in the human race.ò  Ever-present, playful, 

and delighted with us ~ what wonderful images we have 

here! 

 Within the Christian tradition, the figure of wisdom 

in the Old Testament has been interpreted by some as Jesus 

Christ, and by others as the Holy Spirit.  The words at the 

beginning of the Gospel according to John, which call  

Jesus ñthe Word who was with God and was God, and 

through him all things came to beò (John 1:1-3), seems  

almost to echo these images of wisdom in Proverbs. On the 

other hand, the phrasing in Paulôs Letter to the Romans, 

about the love of God being ñpoured out into our hearts 

through the Holy Spirit,ò also seems to take inspiration 

from Proverbs. 

 We learn from scripture that God is not only  

ever-present, playful, and delighted with us; he is also the  

essence of peace, love and truth.  He has revealed these 

things so that we can come closer to him.
